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LOCAL HISTORY

WARKWORTH

The village of Warkworth is situated in mid-Northumberland one mile west from the North Sea, seven
miles southeast of Alnwick and fourteen miles northeast of Morpeth. It is surrounded on three sides
by the Coquet River, and stands within a parish of the same name.

Warkworth has a long and interesting history. The parish church of St. Lawrence, situated at one end
of the village with its dominating spire of nearly 100 feet in height, is the present church. There has
been a church on this site for around 1,200 years. The first record dates from 737AD when King
Ceolwulf of Northumbria gave the church and village to the Abbot and monks of Lindisfarne. The
Norman church was built as a place of worship and a place of refuge in dangerous times; the nave is
thought to be the longest Norman nave in the county.

At the other end of the village, Warkworth Castle sits majestically atop a hill, visible for miles around.
This castle is the ancient seat of the Percy family, Earls and Dukes of Northumberland. It is
remembered through Shakespeare's Henry IV and popularly believed to be where Hotspur set out
from, to travel to Shrewsbury and his death. Today the castle is owned by English Heritage and is a
popular venue for local events and outdoor theatre.

Warkworth Hermitage, on the river below the castle, is a chapel carved in stone and reachable only
by boat along the river. It commemorates the deaths of the brother and beloved lady of a knight
named Sir Bertram, who is said to have created the chapel and remained there the rest of his life.
This tale was immortalized by Bishop Thomas Percy in his ballad The Hermit of Warkworth, written in
the eighteenth century and dedicated to Elizabeth, Countess and later First Duchess of
Northumberland.

The Coquet River is well known to anglers, and there is a history of salmon fisheries here. There is a
long-held tradition that the first salmon taken from the river each season is presented to the Duke of
Northumberland.

Warkworth village itself has one main street, with public houses, shops and tearooms along it, as well
as private residences. In the nineteenth century the village held three fairs for livestock sale, in May,
August and November. Races were held here in May each year, and there was a three-day feast in
August. Population figures for the first half of the nineteenth century show a steady increase in
numbers. In 1801, 614 persons are given as residing in Warkworth; by 1841 this had grown to 785
persons, and by 1851 the population stood at 834 persons. The village today is a popular place to
visit, particularly in the summer months; its picturesque environment and colorful past making
Warkworth a desirable destination on many a tourist's holiday route.

Acklington Park was a significant township within the parish. The park, from a very early period, was
attached to the castle of Warkworth and the noblemen in the area would hunt the fallow deer in the
park. According to the Northumberland County History: “The rural calm of Acklington Park was
broken in the year 1775 when a firm of speculators, attracted by the unfailing water power of the
Coquet, acquired a lease of land from the Duke of Northumberland with liberty to erect a foundry for
the manufacture of tin and iron.” This development came during a time of increasing industrialization
in the county.

The ironworks were built in 1776 and at the same time a dam was constructed to feed water into the

millrace that was to supply the power for the foundry. This dam is now considered to be the finest
18th century dam in England!

AMBLE

The town of Amble is situated on the North Sea coast, at the mouth of the Coquet River in mid-
Northumberland. It can be found 1 mile southeast of Warkworth and 9 miles south of Alnwick. Amble
was built on a point of land that juts out, so providing extensive views of the coastline. The old
spelling for Amble is thought to be Annebelle, meaning Anna's Promontory.

Amble and the surrounding area has been populated for many centuries. Ancient British foundations
have been found here, as well as Roman coins, signifying occupation during different periods of time.

Coquet Island, located one mile south east of the river mouth, was a popular retreat in the time of St.
Cuthbert. It belonged to the Earl of Warwick following the dissolution of the monasteries, later it
passed to the Widdringtons, who sold it to the Duke of Northumberland. Sandstone was quarried
here early in the seventeenth century, and the quality was such that it supposed to have been
recommended to an earlier Earl of Northumberland for repairs to his London home, Syon House.
Today the island is a very popular place to visit. It is held as an RSPB reserve and is used by many
native and visiting birds as a nesting place, particularly the terns which return each summer.

The parish of Amble was formed out of the parish of Warkworth in the 1860s. St. Cuthbert's was built
to designs by Messrs Austin and Johnson of Newcastle, in the early Decorated style. A Catholic
church was built in 1879 at Radcliffe, and later in the 1890s both Wesleyan and Primitive Methodist
chapels could also be found in Amble.

“Warkworth lies on the coast in mid-Northumberland with the River Coquet running west-east through
the parish. The most prominent and well known monument is Warkworth Castle but there are
important prehistoric remains as well.

The earliest remains are prehistoric with two possible Mesolithic finds: a small stone hammerhead
from near Hartlaw and an axe from South Side. Unfortunately, it is possible that both may have been
brought to the parish from elsewhere in road-building materials. Nonetheless, the river mouth area of
the Coquet, despite the changes in sea level, is likely to have been a favoured spot. Mesolithic
hunter-gatherers could have hunted winter wildfowl and other migrating species.

Warkworth is famous for an unusual Neolithic cup and ring marked cliff that rises from the River
Coquet at Morwick. The mysterious motifs contain rare spirals forms as well as simple cup marks.
Their meaning is unclear but could have been religious or linked to tribal boundaries.

The oldest burials are some Bronze Age cists found at Hilly Law and near Sturton Grange. These
funerary monuments may originally have had covering mounds of earth or stone, forming a barrow or
cairn over the top. Another burial site is that of a ring ditch at Walkmill. So far no settlements have
been found of this period.

It has been suggested that in the Iron Age there was a promontory fort on the site that is now
occupied by the medieval castle. Although there are parallels at other places in Northumberland for
settlements dominating both the coast and guarding the entrance to the Coquet this idea has still to
be proved.

Warkworth lies well north of Hadrian’s Wall and although no Roman settlements or other sites have
been found there a number of finds. They include Samian pottery from a Warkworth garden, a small
statuette, some coins and an altar from Gloster Hill. How they came to be in Warkworth is not known.
A quern from Warkworth Moor shows that grain was being processed and probably grown nearby
although no farmstead has been found. However, a series of cropmarks could be Iron Age or Roman
settlements such as those on the steep banks of the Coquet, near Morwick, near New Town and east
of Morwick Hall.

It is often assumed that there was an Anglo-Saxon settlement at Warkworth. The evidence for this
relies heavily upon the fragments of a cross found in the Coquet, historical and artefactual evidence
for a church and the tradition of a palace for the Northumbrian king at a site now overlain by the
castle. Although this is not improbable, no trace has yet been found.

Warkworth flourished in the medieval period when it was a harbour and market town. It lies in a loop
of the River Coquet and still retains an essentially medieval layout, with a medieval defended bridge
and gatehouse at the north, leading up to the castle on the highest point at the south end of the
village. The Church of St Lawrence is a fairly complete Norman church and quite unique in the
county. An elaborate cave hermitage across the river from the castle is one of the best preserved
examples in Britain. There was also a deer park, whose boundary bank survives in places as an
earthwork, but other sites connected to the castle, such as a foundry and salmon fishery, are only
known from historical documents.

Outside the medieval town there were rural settlements, including Sturton Grange which belonged to
the Cistercian Newminster Abbey in Morpeth. Newminster was also granted a saltpan at Warkworth
although the site is unknown. Plans for a new settlement at Birling were begun but it didn’t last long.
Other villages and hamlets stood at Low Buston and Brotherwick.



The threat of Border reivers elsewhere in the county in the 16" and early 17" century may have
influenced the building of a bastle at Butlersdon House. Later, it was converted into a less defensive
house.

In the post-medieval period the landscape changed in a number of ways. At the Dissolution of the
Monasteries in the 16™ century, the Sturton Grange area was divided between a number of
landowners. Later, in the 18" and 19" century most of the buildings seen in Warkworth today were
built. This was also a period of new ideas in farming practice and, as these developments spread,
many fine farmhouses and farm buildings were built to incorporate them, including Maudlin, New
Barns, Northfield, Southside and Sturton Grange.

Beyond farming and now tourism, Warkworth has changed little. The railway came through the parish
in the 19" century and, although the station is now private houses, the East Coast main line still
crosses the Coquet on a fine viaduct. More modern defences may seem puny against the might of
Warkworth Castle but a small pillbox near Gloster Hill played its part in the defence of Britain in World
War 1l (1939-45).

Acklington (Northumberland) The parish of Acklington has a variety of archaeological remains from
prehistoric times through to 20th century structures from World War 11, so there is something to
interest everyone.

The earliest evidence of human occupation in Acklington parish consists of some human bones found
in a field near Barnhill. Such finds are typical of Bronze Age burials and it is possible that other
burials may have once existed nearby to form a larger cemetery. As with so many other discoveries
from long ago, there is no record of what happened to these remains and no accurate record of their
discovery.

A prehistoric settlement at Chester House could possibly date to the Bronze Age in its earliest form,
but it is more likely to date to the Iron Age, when such sites were quite common in Northumberland.
This site was occupied over hundreds of years and changed from isolated farmsteads to groups of
smaller buildings set within an enclosure. Interestingly, the site was overlain by broad ridge and
furrow, which may belong to a later farmstead at Chester House Farm. This farm is mainly 19th
century, but there are clues to an earlier building. Just how much earlier might it be? It would be
stretching the evidence too far to say that the Chester House area has been continuously farmed for
3000 years, but the prehistoric settlement was certainly occupied until the Roman period and the later
farmhouse may have been occupied since medieval times.

There were a number of small settlements in the Acklington area in medieval times. The village of
Guyzance was in existence since 1242, and the surrounding land was enclosed in 1685. In 1147, a
priory was founded at Brainshaugh for nuns who belonged to the Premonstratensian Order. The
chapel ruins are still visible, but all other buildings survive only as buried foundations.

The archaeology of more recent times has left its mark on Acklington parish too. A number of farms
still have boiler house chimneys reminding us of days when farms were powered by coal and steam.

The Acklington Park Ironworks brings us to a time of increasing industrialization in Northumberland.
These ironworks were built in 1176. At the same time a dam was constructed to feed water into the
millrace that was to supply the power for the foundry. This dam is now considered to be the finest
18th century dam in England! It is a magnificent horseshoe shape with an unusual vertical
downstream face. The ironworks were too far away from their market and by 1791 the mill was being
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used to manufacture woollen cloth instead. Today the mill is private housing.

As well as its magnificent dam, the River Coquet boats an historic bridge at Brainshaugh and an
historic viaduct built to carry trains on the east coast main line. Another example if railway
architecture is Acklington Railway Station and Goods Shed built between 1847-9 in a mock Tudor
style by Benjamin Green. The station is now a private house.

Disused buildings and structures associated with both world wars are now considered to be of
archaeological interest. In Acklington parish, a World War Il anti-aircraft artillery site survives which
was built to protect RAF Acklington. The gun has of course long gone.

Although the Acklington area has been occupied by people for thousands of years, the architecture of
the area is predominantly 19th century in appearance and the countryside a mixture of an immature
landscape created by open cast coal mining and a more traditional 18th enclosure landscape with dry
stone walls surrounding large square fields.

The village of Amble sits at the mouth of the River Coquet, opposite Coquet Island. Although most of
the parish is to the south of the river, a small area is to the north, as a great storm in the 18th century
changed the course of the river.

The most important archaeological site is a Bronze Age cemetery. Many prehistoric burials have
been found along the sand dunes to the south of the river. Some of these were probably originally
placed under cairns or barrows. It was clearly once a large cemetery, and over 40 graves have been
found. The position of this cemetery is unusual. It seems that the cemetery was put there to be seen
from the sea, as well as from the land.

After the Bronze Age there is little evidence for activity in Amble, until the medieval period. Although
the village was very small, the remains of a stone building survive. This was probably the home of
some monks from the Priory of Tynemouth.

The biggest changes for Amble came in the 1830s. A harbour was built at the mouth of the river, and
the small village became an important local port. The main exports were coal from Radcliffe and
Broomhill collieries. Other goods to pass through Amble included pit props, timber, bricks and iron.
Fishing was also an important industry. The fishing fleet bought back fish, mainly herring, to the
village. Here, the fish were salted using salt produced locally. They were then exported through the
harbour. This was a time of prosperity for the village. The population went from 200 in 1821 to nearly
3000 by 1891.

Although the harbour has become less important for trade and fishing it still plays an important part in
the life of the village. There is now a small marina, where pleasure boats are moored.

SOME REGULAR EVENTS IN WARKWORTH
